Author Anne Rice made a name for herself by penning gothic-themed vampire tales.  

Books like "Interview With the Vampire" became box-office heavyweights and 

propelled actors' careers, but Rice soon abandoned her darker themes for the Lord.  

After becoming a born-again Christian, Rice stopped writing about vampires and 

dedicated herself to religious themes.  Rice, a former atheist, returned to her Catholic 

roots, and her newest book, Christ the Lord: The Road to Cana, is her second book 

devoted to Christianity (a sequel to 2005's Christ the Lord: Out of Egypt).  The book 

follows Christ's life beginning with his last winter before his baptism in the Jordan 

River and ending with the miracle at Cana.  Whereas the first novel in this series 

hewed closely to Scripture and to the author's meticulous research, this book, 

imagining the "lost" young adulthood of Jesus, offers wise and haunting speculation 

where the Bible is silent.
